Malachi 4:1 For, behold, the day cometh, that shall burn as an oven; and all the proud, yea, and all that do wickedly, shall be stubble: and the day that cometh shall burn them up, saith the LORD of hosts, that it shall leave them neither root nor branch.

Christ speaks of this day in explaining the Parable of the Wheat and Tares in Matthew 13: 34 All these things spake Jesus unto the multitude in parables; and without a parable spake he not unto them:

Matthew 13: 35 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying, I will open my mouth in parables (Psalms 78:2) I will utter things which have been kept secret from the foundation of the world.

Matthew 13: 36 Then Jesus sent the multitude away, and went into the house: and his disciples came unto him, saying, Declare unto us the parable of the tares of the field.

Matthew 13: 37 He answered and said unto them, He that soweth the good seed is the Son of man;

Matthew 13: 38 The field is the world; the good seed are the children of the kingdom; but the tares are the children of the wicked one;

Matthew 13: 39 The enemy that sowed them is the devil; the harvest is the end of the world; and the reapers are the angels.

Matthew 13: 40 As therefore the tares are gathered and burned in the fire; so shall it be in the end of this world.

Matthew 13: 41 The Son of man shall send forth his angels, and they shall gather out of his kingdom all things (Or, scandals) that offend, and them which do iniquity;

Matthew 13: 42 And shall cast them into a furnace of fire: there shall be wailing and gnashing of teeth.

Matthew 13: 43 Then shall the righteous shine forth as the sun in the kingdom of their Father. Who hath ears to hear, let him hear.

Malachi 4:2 But unto you that fear my name shall the Sun of righteousness arise with healing in his wings; and ye shall go forth, and grow up as calves of the stall.

Jesus stated in Revelation 2: 25 But that which ye have already hold fast till I come.

Revelation 2: 26 And he that overcometh, and keepeth my works unto the end, to him will I give power over the nations:

Revelation 2: 27 And he shall rule them with a rod of iron; as the vessels of a potter shall they be broken to shivers: even as I received of my Father.

Revelation 2: 28 And I will give him the morning star.

Malachi 4:3 And ye shall tread down the wicked; for they shall be ashes under the soles of your feet in the day that I shall do this, saith the LORD of hosts.

As stated in Zechariah 10:5 And they shall be as mighty men, which tread down their enemies in the mire of the streets in the battle: and they shall fight, because the LORD is with them, and the riders on horses shall be confounded.

Malachi 4:4 Remember ye the law of Moses my servant, which I commanded unto him in Horeb for all Israel, with the statutes and judgments.

Exodus 20:3 Thou shalt have no other gods before me.

Deuteronomy 4:10 Specially the day that thou stoodest before the LORD thy God in Horeb, when the LORD said unto me, Gather me the people together, and I will make them hear my words, that they may learn to fear me all the days that they shall live upon the earth, and that they may teach their children.

Malachi 4:5 Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful day of the LORD:

Some think this to be John the Baptist, Christ stated in Matthew 11: 13 For all the prophets and the law prophesied until John.

Matthew 11: 14 And if ye will receive it, this is Elias (Elijah in Malachi), which was for to come.

Matthew 11: 15 He that hath ears to hear, let him hear.

Malachi 4:6 And he shall turn the heart of the fathers to the children, and the heart of the children to their fathers, lest I come and smite the earth with a curse.

Fathers, 1, ‘ab, awb; a primitive word; father in a literal and immediate , or figurative and remote application:  Note it is plural here for more than one.

John 8:41 Ye do the deeds of your father. Then said they to him, We be not born of fornication; we have one Father, even God.

John 8:42 Jesus said unto them, If God were your Father, ye would love me: for I proceeded forth and came from God; neither came I of myself, but he sent me.

John 8:43 Why do ye not understand my speech? even because ye cannot hear my word.

John 8:44 Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it.

John 8:45 And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not.

We know God is our Father, who is the other one spoken of? Genesis 3: 14 And the LORD God said unto the serpent, Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt thou eat all the days of thy life:

Genesis 3: 15 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.
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
